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Following publication of this article [1], the author 
group became aware of a typographical error in Fig.  4a 
which resulted in an incorrect representation of the data 
in the Figure.

The error caused the representation of the proportion 
of the total migraine cohort who never took preventive 
medication to be shown as 22.7%, instead of the correct 
proportion of 72.3%.

This error does not change the direction or significance 
of the results, interpretations, and conclusions of the 
manuscript.
