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Smoking, Depression,
and Suicide

In my February 1993 editorial, "Sui-
cide: Risk Factors and the Public
Health,'1' in which I commented on pa-
pers that appeared in that issue by Garri-
son2 and by Hemenway,3 I stated that it
seemed unlikely that smoking plays a di-
rect causal role in suicide. I would like to
draw readers' attention to two papers that
appeared after I prepared my review.4'5
Both were longitudinal studies conducted
on unreferred samples of young adults.
They demonstrated a bidirectional rela-
tionship between nicotine dependence
and major depression. Heavy smokers
were more likely to experience subse-
quent major depression while depressive
smokers were more likely to proceed to
nicotine dependence. Although Kendler's
twin study found no support for a direct
causal link, it may be that my initial state-
ment was too strong. O

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Sudden Infant Death
Syndrome and Maternal
Smoking Conclusions
Questioned

There is a curious discrepancy be-
tween the data analyzd and the conclu-
sions reached in the paper by Malloy and
colleagues, "Sudden Infant Death Syn-
drome and Maternal Smoking."' Prospec-
tively collected information from Missouri
concerningmaternal smoking duringpreg-
nancy was linked to the sudden infant
death syndrome; the data showed a clear
dose-response relationship, from the ref-
erence value of 1.00 for a nonsmoker to
1.98 for those who smoked less than 1
pack and 2.86 for thosewho smoked more
than 1 pack per day. The authors also
quoted the results from the National In-
stitute of Child Health and Human Devel-
opment (NICHD) SIDS Cooperative Ep-
idemiological Study. Malloy et al.'s

abstract states that this did not support a
dose-response relationship. Neverthe-
less, the results for random controls (after
adjustment for maternal age, race, parity,
educational status, marital status, and sex
of the infant) went from 1.00 for the ref-
erent nonsmokers to 2.49 for those smok-
ing fewer than 10 cigarettes per day and
3.24 for those smoking 10 to 19 cigarettes
per day (no confidence intervals were giv-
en). No such trendwas shown for the sec-
ond set of controls, which were matched
on birthweight (i.e., overcontroled in re-
gard to maternal smoking effects).

No mention is made of the fact that
the data from Missouri, by virtue of being
prospectively collected on a population
base, must be more reliable than the case-
control data retrospectively collected by
the NICHD study. It is misleading for
Malloy et al.'s abstract to claim that the
NIC'HD data does not support a dose-
response relationship. The take-home
message must be led surely by the Mis-
souri data, with a quadrupling of risk be-
tween the nonsmokers and those smoking
more than one pack per day. [
