Supplementary Figure 7. Dynamical monitoring of ensemble activity and the spontaneous 

reactivation of startle representations.  (A) 3-D subspace trajectories of the population activity 

in the two minutes following a drop startle in mouse-A.  The initial response to a drop (black line) 

is followed by one large spontaneous excursions (blue line), characterized by a co-planar, 

geometrically similar lower amplitude trajectory (directionality indicated by arrows).  (B) The 

same trajectory from a different orientation. (C) The occurrence (t = 107.9 s) of a single 

reactivation (marked in blue) following the actual startle (in black) (t = 0 s).  The vertical axis 

indicates the Drop event classification probability.   
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
