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Legend to supplementary Figure 2: LM-PCR amplification of DNA-double

strandbreak intermediates at Jκ1 and Jλ7 recombination signal sequences

Immunoglobulin light chain gene rearrangement involves the introduction of DNA double

strand breaks at recombination signal sequences (RSS) flanking V and J segments. DNA

double strand breaks at RSS can be ligated to double stranded DNA linker molecules. In order

to detect DNA double-strand breaks preceding V-J recombination at the IGK or IGL loci,

linker-ligated DNA can be amplified using Jκ-RSS or Jλ-RSS-specific primers together with a

linker-specific primer.
