This figure corresponds to Figure 4 in the text in showing trends in Pg over Boreal North 
America. The Vogelsang test was used to determine the presence of a trend and is offered 
as a comparison against the ADF tests presented in the paper. The Vogelsang test 
determines if the presence of a trend in a time series is significantly different than zero (β 
≠ 0, p ≤ 0.05), and is robust to the form of serial correlation in the time series, i.e., it does 
not over reject in the presence of non-stationary errors due to strong serial autocorrelation
