
Supporting Figure 6.  Sp1/Sp3 complex binds to the non-conserved GC-box within the 

hTERT promoter in electrophoretic mobility shift assay. The 45-bp probe corresponding 

to –38 to +7 of the hTERT promoter (wt), but not its GC-box-mutated version (mut), 

showed a stronger band shift when both Sp1 and Sp3 were included in the reaction 

(arrow) than when either Sp1 or Sp3 alone was included (arrowheads). This binding was 

specifically abrogated by pre-incubation with either anti-Sp1 or anti-Sp3 antibody, but 

not anti-b-galactosidase antibody. The asterisk indicates a non-specific band shift 

observed with both wt and mut probes.
