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Point 1 of the summary on page 17 should read:

1 Angiotensin converting enzyme inhibitors reduce blood pressure without reflex
tachycardia, possibly as a result of enhanced parasympathetic activity. We examined
the hypothesis that this results from the removal of the vagolytic action of angiotensin
II or alternatively by acetylcholinesterase inhibition.
