Figure S1:  The reconstructed component corresponding to the pair of subdominant 

eigenvalues for Kabale (b), Gikongoro (c) and Muhanga (d), and to the pair of dominant 

eigenvalues for Kericho (a).   This component captures the dominant cycle of the 

seasonal variability: a cycle with one peak per year in (a) and (b), and two peaks per year 

in (c) and (d).  Additional seasonal variability is captured by the next pair of eigenvalues
