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Supplementary Figure S4: Modification of DJ-1b protein does not affect protein 
stability or dimerization. 

 

(A) Drosophila S2-cells were treated with 1mM paraquat for 2 days, then incubated in 50 
ng/mL cycloheximide, and samples were taken at the indicated time points to assess stability 
of modified and unmodified DJ-1b protein forms over time. A stability curve is shown below 
the immunoblot with the relative levels of modified and unmodified DJ-1b from multiple 
experiments.  Values represent mean ± SD, there are no significant differences between the 
relative amounts of modified and unmodified protein at any time point.   
(B) Flies over-expressing wild-type DJ-1b were exposed to paraquat for 7-10 days.  Samples 
were prepared and run on a gel filtration column, along with standards of known size.  
Elution fractions were run on SDS-PAGE, transferred onto nitrocellulose, and 
immunoblotted using PA636 antibody.   The elution profile of modified DJ-1b from 
paraquat-treated flies is the same as that from control flies, indicating that modification of 
DJ-1b does not affect dimerization.
