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Supplementary Figure S6: DJ-1b undergoes striking modification in flies deficient in 
superoxide dismutase activity 

 

Samples from flies of the indicated genotypes were run on SDS-PAGE and immunblotted for 
DJ-1b (Ab15-48, 1:250).  The relative abundance of modified DJ-1 was drastically increased 
in a flies homozygous mutant for hypomorphic alleles of SOD (SODx16/SODx39). Whereas 
normally 0-5% of DJ-1b is modified in animals at 1d, >85% of DJ-1b was modified in SOD 
mutants.   Results were confirmed in flies homozygous for a second hypomorphic allele 
SODn1.  In flies, although null mutation of SOD is lethal, these hypomorphic mutations result 
in viable animals with striking neural degeneration and paraquat sensitivity (1, 2).
