Human holo-transferrin (Tf) protein was labeled with AlexaFluor488 (AF488), and
cultured cells were exposed to the resulting labeled protein (AF488-Tf) at 50, 100, or 200
nM for 1 h at 37 oC.   The number of fluorescently-positive cells was quantified by flow
cytometry.  These results demonstrate that Tf can bind to transferrin receptor (TfR) of
various species.
