
SI Fig. 1. Western blot analysis of representative gB mutants (boiled samples). CHO 

cells seeded in 24-well plates were transfected with 400 ng of empty vector (pCAGGS) 

or a plasmid expressing wild-type gB (pPEP98) or a gB mutant. Proteins in the cell 

lysates (boiled samples) were separated by electrophoresis on 4–15 % polyacrylamide 

gels under non-reducing conditions and western blots were performed using the rabbit 

anti-gB antiserum R74. Brackets--high-molecular weight oligomers of gB; solid 

arrowheads--mature gB (mgB); open arrowheads--precursor gB (pgB). The asterisks 

identify mutants in which the insertions included a Cys (SI Table 1), perhaps accounting 

for the presence of gB oligomers even after boiling of the unreduced samples.
