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Supporting Fig. 7. 

(A) To visualize migration of cells, EGFP mRNA was injected along with a control MO 

into a single cell at 4-cell stage. EGFP-positive cells migrate normally and are 

distributed along the entire AP axis. These cells are in ectodermal, mesenchymal and 

mesendodermal layers (yellow arrowheads). (B) Co-injection of the csrp1 MO and 

EGFP mRNA at the same stage results in expression of EGFP in 25% of cell population. 

Functions of Csrp1 are knocked-down in these cells by the csrp1 MO. In the rest of 

EGFP-negative cells, Csrp1 acts normally. In this case, EGFP-positive cells do not 

migrate, rather stay at the posterior side (blue arrowheads), although a few cells migrate 

anteriorly in ectodermal and mesendodermal layers (yellow and red arrowheads, 

respectively).
