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ABSTRACT

A survey of dual pricing practices among publishers of
health-related journals identified 281 periodicals with an
average price differential of over 100% between individ-
ual and institutional subscription rates. Both the practice
itself and the amount of the differential are increasing,
indicating that journal subscriptions of health sciences
libraries increasingly provide the financial support neces-
sary for the publication of health sciences journals. Dual
pricing is also correlated with copyright royalties.
The problems that dual pricing creates for health

sciences libraries' budgets are due in part to uncritical
purchasing by libraries. Increased consumerism on the
part of health science librarians is recommended.

DUAL PRICING refers to the practice by peri-
odical publishers of maintaining different subscrip-
tion price structures for individuals and institu-
tions. A 1977 study of dual pricing by Wittig [1]
concluded that: (1) the phenomenon has existed at
least since the mid- 1 950s, (2) the price differential
between the two subscription rates is increasing,
and (3) the prices charged to institutions are
increasing much faster than the rates charged to
individuals. The interest of medical librarians in
the dual pricing phenomenon is evidenced in the
annual reports of the Medical Library Associa-
tion's Committee on Bibliographic Projects and
Problems [2-4]. In 1973 this committee surveyed
the Medical Library Association's institutional
members to determine the effects of dual pricing
on health sciences library subscription practices.
The committee concluded that in health sciences
libraries with fewer than 300 periodical subscrip-
tions, price was becoming a determining factor (in

addition to need) in selecting journals for purchase
[5]. In their 1979 report, the National Inquiry into
Scholarly Communication [6] considered the dual
price phenomenon in relation to the problems that
the rapid rise in journal costs were creating for
libraries. Their conclusion blamed both libraries
and publishers: "We think the problem results
from efforts by some publishers to charge all that
the traffic will bear and from uncritical purchasing
by libraries."

These findings raise additional questions for
health sciences librarians, which this paper will
attempt to answer. First, how extensive is dual
pricing among the publishers of health-related
journals? Second, what is the differential between
individual and institutional subscription rates for
health-related journals, and does this differential
vary significantly among publishers? Finally, since
one of the justifications publishers offer for dual
pricing is that library photocopying reduces
publishers' subscription income, do health science
journal publishers who practice dual pricing also
insist on royalties for copying? These questions
provided the framework for this study.

METHODS

Indications of the extent of dual pricing prac-
ticed by publishers of health science journals were
sought, following three approaches. First, the list
of "500 Key Titles" for small and medium-sized
medical libraries, prepared by Felter in 1973 and
updated by Brown and Moore in 1978 [7], was
checked to determine which of these titles were
offered to institutions and individuals at different
prices. This was accomplished by examining the
subscription information in a current issue of each
title.
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The second approach involved examining
current subscriptions at three university medical
center libraries, all of which have broadly inter-
preted "health sciences" collections, to identify
journal titles with different prices for institutions
and individuals. Journals whose titles begin with A
through I were searched at the Health Sciences
Library of the State University of New York at
Buffalo. Titles beginning with J through Z were

studied at the Health Center Library of the Cleve-
land Health Sciences Library. At the same time,
all current subscriptions at the Basic Medical
Sciences Library of the Northeastern Ohio Univer-
sities College of Medicine were examined.* Adver-
tising flyers, especially those for new titles,
provided additional information on titles whose
publishers practiced dual pricing.
The number of titles from the list of 500 key

titles that did have a dual pricing structure
provided an indication of the extent of the phenom-
enon among health sciences periodicals. The addi-
tional titles gleaned from the current subscriptions
at the medical center libraries and from publishers'
ads generated a larger pool used to calculate the
differential between individual prices and institu-
tional prices, to identify the publishers of health-
related periodicals who practiced dual pricing, and
to determine price differentials according to
publisher. This larger pool also provided an

extended view of the royalties situation, showing
the extent to which health science journal publish-
ers who practice dual pricing also require copying
charges.

RESULTS

The survey's findings are presented in the
Appendix and in Table 1. The Appendix lists
alphabetically the 281 titles found to have a dual
pricing structure. Those titles which were included
in the "500 Key Titles" list are identified. Given
for each title are publisher, rates for individual and
institutional subscriptions, and the percentage of
differential between the two rates. Finally, those
titles which require copying royalties, in addition
to institutional prices, are indicated.
Of the 500 key titles, 61 (12.2%) were identified

as having dual pricing. Obviously, this figure

cannot be applied across the board to all health-
related periodicals, since the list of key titles is
deliberately slanted toward clinically oriented
English-language titles for a medium-sized teach-
ing hospital library. It does, however, indicate the
extent of the practice of dual pricing by health
science publishers. Further, the percentage of
health-related periodicals having dual pricing is
very close to the 15% figure arrived at by Wittig
[1] in 1977 for all U.S. periodicals.
The remaining 220 titles were identified through

the studies at the three libraries mentioned and
from publishers' flyers, raising the population of
journals available for study to 281. Individual and
institutional prices were determined by examining
1978 issues of the journals and the Faxon and
Readmore price lists for April and September of
1978 (1979 rates). Of the titles listed, 17 show
reduced prices for individuals, but their publishers
do not list the individual rates, and they require
individual inquiries for the cost of personal
subscriptions. This accounts for the lacunae in the
Appendix under "Individual Rates" and under
"Percentage of Differential."
The average individual subscription rate for the

264 titles whose individual subscription rates were
known was $30.61. The average institutional
subscription rate for the 281 titles was $63.90.
The percentage differential between individual
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and institutional subscription costs for the 264
titles for which both prices were known ranged
from a low of - 20% for one title (Communication
monographs, published by the Speech Communi-
cation Association, which has a discount for librar-
ies), to a high of 890% for Pergamon's Tetrade-
dron. The average differential between individual
and institutional subscription rates for the 264
titles was 102.14%.
The Appendix also identifies 88 (31.3%) titles

whose publishers require royalty payments for
photocopying from journals. This information was
gathered from the ownership statements and copy-
right statements on articles in current issues of
those journals. The rates and methods of
computing these costs vary: Mosby charges 10
cents per page, Williams & Wilkins requires $2
per article, and one Plenum title listed its royalty
charge at $5 per article.

Table 1, based on the titles listed in the Appen-
dix, identifies the ten health-related journal
publishers with the highest average percentage of
differential between individual and institutional
prices. It is difficult to draw a clear picture; all
types of publishers, both foreign and domestic,
including societies and university presses, practice
dual pricing. However, of the 61 dual-priced titles
from the "500 Key Titles" list, 40% were published
by Williams and Wilkins, and 20% were published
by Mosby.

DISCUSSION

The data indicate a rapid change from the
situation in 1974, reported by King Research, Inc.
[8]. The King study of dual pricing by field showed
the life sciences journals to have a slight negative
differential: that is, a lower average cost to institu-
tions. The King study cannot be compared directly
with this study because the "life sciences" field in
the King study was limited strictly to clinical
medicine and biomedical research titles, while
health sciences libraries generally use a broader
definition. Still, with only one "health-related
title" discovered in 1979 having a negative differ-
ential, and a 102.14% average positive differential
in those titles that do have dual pricing, it is
obvious that the increases in both the quantity of
titles with dual pricing and the percentage of
differential found by the King report for periodi-
cals from other fields have now overtaken life
sciences periodicals.
The dual pricing phenomenon grew from agree-

ments reached between publishers and societies to
publish journals of societies at reduced rates for

society members but at higher rates for all others
[9]. Publishers extended reduced rates for
members to individual subscribers and adopted the
concept of institutional rates. Recently a new twist
to the phenomenon has occurred-individual
subscriptions are not being permitted in some
instances unless the individual's institution also
subscribes at the institutional rate. Two publishers
have been identified that publish at least one title
with this stipulation [10-11]. Interestingly, in one
instance an indignant college professor managed to
have this new policy rescinded regarding his long-
standing personal subscription [10].

In 1978 the Medical Library Association's Bibli-
ographic and Information Services Assessment
Committee attempted to follow up on suggestions
that dual pricing might be contrary to antitrust
laws in the United States. Correspondence with the
American.Library Association, the Special Librar-
ies Association, and the American Association of
Law Libraries revealed that, while the subject had
been much discussed, no formal legal opinion had
been obtained.

In February 1979 the Library of the Medical
and Chirurgical Faculty of the State of Maryland
asked Anderson, Coe and King, the Faculty's legal
counsel, for an opinion regarding the practice of
differential pricing of medical journals by certain
publishers. The counsel's opinion was that "it is
legal for publishers to charge institutions more
than individuals for periodical subscriptions. The
opinion is supported by case law, and no other law
seems applicable." A violation of United States
and most state antitrust laws would occur if library
and individual subscribers were in competition in a
commercial sense, for example, for the resale of
periodicals. However, since no commercial anti-
competitive effects result from such price discrimi-
nation, it follows that the practice is legal. The
U.S. Internal Revenue Service is currently looking
at the matter from a different vantage point, and it
is now questioning the tax-exempt status of soci-
eties whose journals have differential pricing
schemes, singling out members, nonmembers, and
institutions [12].

CONCLUSIONS

As a result of the survey conducted for this
paper, it appears that the practice of differential
pricing for health-related journal subscriptions is
approaching the same frequency as 1&r all periodi-
cal publications. In 1978, 12.2% of the "500 key
titles" in the health sciences had dual pricing,
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compared with 15% of all U.S. publications that
had dual pricing in 1977.

Further, it appears that both the frequency of
health-related titles having higher subscription
rates for institutions and the amount of institu-
tional prices are increasing. According to the 1974
King Research study of clinical medicine and
biomedical research titles [8], publishers of these
titles at that time generally offered subscriptions to
institutions at rates lower than the subscription
rates for individuals. In 1978, only one health-
related title could be found with a negative differ-
ential, and for the 281 titles that were found to
have dual pricing, the average positive differential
was 102.14%. It is also evident that a substantial
number of health-related journals that have dual
pricing also require copying royalties.

If present trends continue, the number of exist-
ing periodicals that adopt institutional prices is
likely to increase; new journals will frequently
carry institutional prices; and the difference
between institutional and individual prices will
increase. It is easy to speculate about the causes for
this situation. The "publish or perish" syndrome
seems to generate an ever-increasing amount of
material to be published. New journal titles are
more and more specialized and are therefore likely
to have fewer individual subscribers. The costs of
journal publishing have become so great that many
periodicals may not survive on what individual
subscribers can afford to pay [6, 8, 9]. As valid as
these assumptions may be, they do not remove the
sting from the charge of the National Inquiry into
Scholarly Communications that "some publishers
... charge all that the traffic will bear" [6].

For libraries, however, the National Inquiry's
reference to "uncritical purchasing by libraries" is
a far more influential factor. The 1972 report of
the Medical Library Association's Committee on
Bibliographic Projects and Problems suggested
that the only reaction to dual pricing that might
have impact would be cancellation of certain
subscriptions, while making the reasons for this
action clear to publishers. The report refrained
from recommending this action, however, since the
losers would be library users [5]. Since then,
however, periodical budgets of many health
sciences libraries have failed to keep pace with
rising costs, making cancellations of some
subscriptions necessary.

In 1978 the Medical Library Association's Bibli-
ographic and Information Services Assessment
Committee elected to make "uncritical purchas-
ing" by health sciences libraries one of its major

concerns. Taking a cue from the rise in consumer-
ism, the committee initiated a dialogue between
health sciences libraries as a significant block of
consumers and those responsible for the issuance
and distribution of library products and services,
principally publishers and vendors. A national
Publisher/Vendor/Health Sciences Librarian Fo-
rum was held at the 1979 Medical Library Asso-
ciation annual meeting in Hawaii. The forum was
well attended and provided an opportunity for
librarians to raise questions on such issues as dual
pricing and to hear the reactions of publishers and
vendors, as well. The exchange was fruitful, result-
ing in increased insight for all who were present.
The committee strongly believes that similar
forums conducted at local, regional, and national
levels will be worthwhile, and it is assisting MLA's
regional groups in conducting similar forums at
their meetings.

These forums are a beginning, but they alone
will not alter the dual pricing situation. Communi-
cation between participants must be coupled with
increasingly responsible and critical selection and
purchasing of periodicals by health sciences librar-
ians. The need for health sciences libraries'
purchases to financially support health-related
periodical publishing gives those libraries a power-
ful voice in the publishing process, if they choose to
use it.
