4.4 kb, T2 : 2.3 + 2.1 kb) without a constant band. MspI also
shows a two allele polymorphism (Ml : 4.2 kb, M2 : 2.8 kb) but
this has not verified by our three generation families.

NOT POLYMORPHIC FOR: RsaI

CHROMOSOMAL LOCALIZATION: pEFD49.2 has been assigned to
chromosome 15q by multipoint linkage analysis(l) with loci
(D15S1, D15S2, D15S3) known to span this region(2).

MENDELIAN INHERITANCE: Co-dominant segregation of the TaqI RFLP
was observed in 20 three generation families.
