Glenn Hammonds, Jr., Pascual Ferrara, and Choh Hao Li,
which appeared in the April 1981 issue of Proc. NatL Acad. Sci.
USA (78, 2218-2220), the authors request that the following be
noted. In Fig. 2, the y-axis label should read "ln[(RH,. - RH)/
(Rt-Ht - RH.-RH)]" rather than ln[RH (Kd + HT- RH,,)/
(HT - RH,,)]."

Correction. In the article "Galloping induced by pontine teg-
mentum damage in rats: A form of'Parkinsonian festination' not
blocked by haloperidol" by J.-T. Cheng, T. Schallert, M. De
Ryck, and P. Teitelbaum, which appeared in the May 1981 issue
of Proc. Nati. Acad. Sci. USA (78, 3279-3283), Fig. 2 (p. 3281)
showed a distance scale that was incorrect. The correct figure
is printed here.
