A) Serial sections of anterior cingulate gyrus in 

a PiD case with heavy ACK280 positive pathology showing both astrocytic (asterisk) and neuronal Pick body 

(arrows) tau pathology with less prominent threads for both the AC-K280 and RD4 antibodies. Double-labeling 

of AC-K280 in this region reveals some modest co-localization with RD3 (arrows) and many AC-K280 labeled  

inclusions that are RD3 negative (asterisks in B), while there is complete co-localization with (C) RD4. PiD tau 

lesions, including ACK280 pathology, is weakly reactive to (D) ThS.
