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The increase in the criterion 
90% would result in dramatic 
increase in enriched terms 
(ie incapable of removing 
redundant terms). 

The choice of the criterion ranging 
from 40% to 60% produces the 
relative stability of redundant 
terms being removed, and thus 
50% is used by default.
