Crossed-hatched bars indicate cultures grown anaerobically under nitrogen-limiting

conditions (-O -N), dark-grey bars indicate growth under anaerobic nitrogen-excess

conditions (-O +N), light-grey bars indicate cultures grown aerobically under nitrogen-

limiting conditions (+O -N) and black bars indicate cultures grown arerobically under

nitrogen-excess conditions (+O +N). Western analysis of NifL protein accumulated in

cultures used for β-galactosidase assays is shown below the graph.
