
S 1. Inhibition of PDEs modifies βAR regulation of contraction rate in cardiac myocytes. (A).

Myocytes wire incubated with 10 µM isoproterenol in the absence or presence of  the PDE4

inhibitor rolipram (10 µM) and contraction rate was determined at the indicated times.

Rolipram enhanced the increase in contraction rate after stimulation of βAR in wild type

myocytes. Comparable effects were observed when the non selective PDE inhibitor IBMX was

used (B).. The data represent the mean ± SE of N experiments from at least three different

myocyte preparations. * P < 0.05; time-course found to be significantly different by two-way

analysis of variance.
