5 subjects viewed horizontally drifting gratings on a computer monitor with a refresh rate of 160 Hz, and 
reported their perception of the c-WWI phenomenon. We used both first-order luminance-modulated gratings 
of variable spatial frequencies (a. 2 cpd; b. 4 cpd; c. 8 cpd) and second-order contrast-modulated texture 
gratings of variable spatial frequencies (d. 1 cpd; e. 2 cpd; f. 4 cpd). For both first-order and second-order 
motion, there was a significant effect of temporal frequency (p<.05) on the strength of the illusion, with a 
preference for stimulus alternation rates around 10 Hz, but no significant effect of spatial frequency (p>.05). 
Note that panels b and e are identical to Figure 1c and Figure 1d, respectively.
