
Online Resource 1: According to the Clavien-Dindo Grade (CDG),[10] complications are 

classified into five grades based on the treatment required to manage them: 

I) Any deviation from the normal course, but not requiring any intervention 

(other than anti-emetics, antipyretics, analgesics, diuretics, electrolytes and 

physical therapy 

II) Any deviation requiring pharmacological treatment other than that of grade I 

and/or transfusions and/or total parenteral nutrition 

III) Complications requiring surgical, endoscopic or radiological intervention 

(3a= not under general anesthesia; 3b=under general anesthesia)  

IV) Life-threatening complications requiring Intensive Care Unit management 

(4a=single organ dysfunction; 4b=multi-organ dysfunction) 

V) Complications causing death of the patient within 30 days of surgery. 
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
