Based statement by statement (Median 2.5 or less 
removed from Delphi process as defined in the 
methods) 

7 Were items dropped? Yes due to merging with other related statements 
8 What criteria will be used to 

determine which items to drop? 
Based statement by statement (Median 2.5 or less 
removed from Delphi process as defined in the 
methods) 

9 What criteria will be used to 
determine to stop the Delphi process 
or will the Delphi be run for a specific 
number of rounds only? 

Median 5.5 or higher and no comments to further
