
Supplement 5: The Cox proportional hazards regression analysis was performed  in order to evaluate if the covariates „SUVmax at baseline“, „PSA values at baseline“ as well as 
„absorbed dose of skeletal metastases“ have a significant influence on OS. For our cohort, the Chi-squared test of the log-likelihood ratio, which tries to evaluate if the model in use 

differs from a simpler model without influence of the covariates, led to a probability larger than 0.05. This indicates that the covariates deliver no significant information. Furthermore, 

the p-values of the regression coefficients also indicated that none of the variables has an impact on OS.
